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GETTING STARTED 
1. Many have argued that Sunday morning is the most segregated time of the week. Three common ways churches tend to segregate are by ethnicity, age, and/or social class. Do you feel it is important for our church to be “diverse” in these three areas (diverse ethnically, generationally, and socio-economically)? Why or why not?



2. If you do believe our church should be diverse in these ways, what must we do for that to happen?



3. Why is there so much potential for conflict in a church that is diverse in these areas? What kind of conflict is likely within a church that is diverse ethnically? Generationally? And socio-economically?




DIGGING DEEPER
4. Read Ephesians 2:11-22. Paul is writing about two people groups being joined together, in peace, through the work of Jesus. Who were those people groups and why weren’t they already at peace with one another? What was the “barrier” mentioned in v.14?



5. See v.16 – how did Jesus “put to death their hostility?”




APPLICATION
6. Our goal is to be a “peaceful church” so that God would be glorified in our relationships with one another. What are some practical ways you can help make this a reality?
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
